[bookmark: _GoBack]A skit with no dialogue, but rather pictures that ‘speak’ for the actors.
 
A bitter cold winter day.
(I hope we can show it getting worse as time passes.)
  
Several groups of people (homes?) sit on the front edge of the stage.
Each group has a flip-chart style, flat, cartoon balloon overhead.
   Each flip chart has several pages of pictures to “speak.”
 
A “Seeker” enters, with large map and confused face.
   The Seeker also has a flip chart balloon to “speak” with.
 
The Seeker appears lost and searching, needing help.
   The Seeker approaches each group, one at a time.
   The Seeker “speaks” (w/ the balloon) of a magnificent star.
   Each group tries to offer some help to find this star.
 
Each group leads the Seeker on a long trail, ending at their goal,
   (a projected photo). Each time the Seeker is visibly disappointed.
-       a holiday display: snowmen, north pole, a star dressed like an elf
-       a decorated house: lights, candy canes, a star shaped windows
-       a store window: toys, rude shoppers, a star that says “30% OFF”
     
With each encounter the seeker feels hopeful, joyful.
With each disappointment the seeker becomes more discouraged.
 
The weather gets worse.
At the last house, before the Seeker even knocks,
    a family quickly invites the Seeker inside to get warm.
    Simple and cozy, the house has a tree and a few decorations.
 
The family offers a seat by the fire,
   then coffee, then a lap blanket, then a puppy to meet!
   The Seeker is grateful and begins to tell the story.
 
Balloons show all the people and places just visited.
   The family follows each step of the tale, reliving the moments
   of hope, anticipation and eventual disappointment.     
   Then, the Seekers shows the true star, never found. 
 
The adults commiserate, appreciating the beautiful lost star.
   A child pulls the Seeker by the sleeve toward the family’s crèche,
   and points out a bright, lit-up star above the manger.
 
The Seeker rejoices and everyone begins singing and dancing!
